OSU Scientific Diving Program (SDP) Workflow
Below is a description of the steps needed for OSU personnel conducting scientific diving (research, education) to meet program requirements and gain project approval. Contact the SDP if unsure of dive classification or approval needs.

Step 1. PI/Supervisor contacts SDP with initial Dive Plan or requests support
PI completes OSU dive plan template with assistance from SDP (location/dive environment, proposed work, Lead Diver, dive roster, equipment needs, hazards and mitigation, emergency plan, etc.)

Step 2. SDP works with PI and dive team to resolve any Dive Plan issues
Diver qualifications, training needs, work modifications, equipment needs, mitigation strategies, etc.

Step 3. Final dive plan agreed upon with SDP
All Scientific Diving Checklist items completed; dive plan forwarded to OSU Diving Control Board (DCB) for comment and final approval

Step 4. DCB reviews and approves Dive Plan
Any new issues that are identified get resolved with DSO and PI
			
Step 5. Work commences
DCB-approved dive plan executed

Step 6. Work concludes
SDP conducts project debrief with PI and Lead Diver (dive logs submitted, problems encountered, areas of improvement identified)
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
